911 Surcharge
to Increase

During the 2024 State of South
Dakota legislative session, a
decision was made to increase the
911 emergency services surcharge
to $2.00. This change will take effect
from 7/1/24 through 7/1/26 on all
voice users of telecommunication
services. The proceeds will be
used to support both one-time
and ongoing costs of 911 systems
in the State. As a voice service
provider in South Dakota, Venture
is mandated to collect and remit
the 911 emergency surcharges to
the SD Department of Revenue. It
is also required that these charges
be clearly stated in any billing
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statement, invoice or receipt.
